Instructions for the preparation of camera-ready papers
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Abstract


These instructions explain how to prepare your paper so that it would be consistent with the other papers in the book. They include guidance on layout, figures, text style and references. They are presented exactly as your paper should appear.
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1	Introduction


Please use this guide for developing your paper. The typography, layout and style used here in these instructions is exactly the same as your paper should appear. This guide is also available electronically in PC Word format from:  http://caesar.elte.hu/~eurologo/


2	How to submit


2.1	Length


Paper should not exceed 10 pages, title, abstract, figures and references included.


2.2	Printout


Use a laser printer with A4 (297 x 210 mm) paper, center the text and submit the original printout. Each paper should be submitted in 3 camera-ready copies.


2.3	Electronic format


Please include a 5¼ or 3½ computer disk, clearly labeled, containing your paper in Word (Ms DOS or Mac) format. If possible include your figures in BMP, PCX or TIFF format. You can submit electronic form by e-mail as well.


2.4	Extra page


Please include an extra page with the title of your paper, the author’s (s’) name(s), affilia�tions(s), address and e-mail address, the theme under which you would like it to be reviewed taken from the announcement, and a 100 word biography of the author(s).


Also please state any hardware requirements you will need for presenting your paper, apart from an overhead projector. Bring any software with you if possible.


3	Setting up


3.1	Type size and face and text area


The text should be produced with a total width of 16 cm and a maximum length of 23 cm.


All text should be Times Roman or similar apart from the keywords, the program lists and the mathematical formulas. These should be Courier or similar.


Title should be 24 points, bold face, small caps and centered, leaving one 24 point lines empty before it.


Name, affiliation, address, country, telephone, fax, e-mail should be 14 points, italic face, centered, leaving two 12 point lines empty before it.


Abstract line should have 12 points, bold face, centered, leaving three 12 point lines empty before it. Text of abstract should be 10 point, leaving one 6 points line empty before it and should contain no more than 150 words, indenting 2 cm from both left and right.


Keywords line should have 12 points, bold face, centered, leaving three 12 point line empty before it. Text of keywords should be 10 point, and should contain no more than five keywords, indenting 2 cm from both left and right, leaving three 12 points line empty after it.


Use 12 point with single spacing for body text and 14 point with bold face for heading 2 and 14 point with bold and italic face for heading 3. Do not indent text or subheadings.


Figure caption should be 10 points, centered, leaving one 18 points lines empty after it. See Figure 1


Leave one 12 points line empty before and after equation and program list, number it in parentheses if necessary, on the right margin.


Use italics for variables, bold for vectors, bold capitals for matrices.

3.2	References


Use one of the internationally accepted reference formats, grouping the references at the end of the paper in alphabetical order and referring to them by their number in square brackets in the text (e.g.[7]).


4	Poster, demonstration, workshop Presentations


Please send us a two-page description of your presentation in three camera-ready copies and in electronic format as above.


5	Cartoons


Cartoons should be sent in three camera-ready copies. Programs should be sent with a description on a one page camera-ready copy.
